Deputation from the Kilfinny Community Group :
Councillor D. Naughton welcomed the deputation from Kilfinny Community Group, and outlined Standing Order procedure for the attendance of deputations at Council Meetings.

Mr. T. Reidy, Kilfinny Community Group, circulated copies of correspondence detailing areas of concern for residents in Kilfinny Village and environs, and requesting that Limerick County Council consider a programme of works to resolve the issues.

The issues of concern included the following :-

Street lighting ; Community Hall re-furbishment ; new water supply scheme ; derelict properties ; condition of roadway between Kilmacow Cross and Neville’s Cross and sections prone to flooding ; monitoring of quarry activities ; upgrading of signage and traffic calming measures ; and clean-up of Old Creamery at Kilmacow.
Councillor M. Mulcair stated that he had spoken with the Area Roads Engineer, and understood the Kilmacow to Neville’s Cross roadway had been included for improvement works under the current Road Works Programme, but upgrading work to the roadway was subject to completion of the proposed new water supply scheme. Councillor Mulcair confirmed the postponement of the water scheme was due to delays in collection of the local contribution.
Councillor K. Sheahan informed the Kilfinny deputation, that following the resolution of the water scheme issues, and the scheme installation, most items listed would be resolved in short time frame, and that replies would be forwarded from the various sections of the Council on the specific requests.

Mr. Reidy accepted much of the requested works could not proceed prior to completion of the water scheme. He stated that the need for greater enforcement and monitoring of the planning conditions attached to the quarry operations was an emotive issue locally. Mr. Reidy informed the Meeting that local residents had questioned the amount of maintenance undertaken between Murphy’s Cross to the Adare/Ballingarry road by Limerick County Council, compared to that received by Kilfinny Village and hinterland.
Further to questioning on the public lighting request from Councillor J. Sheahan, Mr. Reidy confirmed the request to be for public lighting between speed limits.

Councillor T. Neville was aware that a number of housing developers had expressed an interest in Kilfinny during the past decade, and would have resulted in the services being in place at this point, if the developments had proceeded.
Mr. Reidy thanked the Rathkeale Electoral Area Members for receiving their deputation, and withdrew.
That concluded the business of the Meeting.
