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At key locations, such as street corners and other 

focal points, the building form should be 

articulated to reinforce the legibility of the layout 

(e.g. by varying the building height and/or 

architectural treatment). 

 

New residential developments should also seek to 

create high quality areas where the design and 

layout of roads are integrated in a way that is 

sensitive to the local environment, rather than to 

dominate it. Vehicle parking should be provided 

discreetly, in indented bays and parking courts 

wherever possible. 

 

High quality open spaces with substantial 

landscaping should be considered from the 

outset. To be effective, public space needs to be 

designed for a specific purpose, not just space left 

over after development. The incorporation of 

active and passive amenity facilities, including 

children’s playgrounds, incidental seating areas 

and more formal games areas, should form an 

integral part of the high quality public realm. 

 

For both strategic proposals and specific projects 

identified in this VDS, the ongoing collaboration 

with the Council and close liaison between all 

groups in the village will be essential to ensure 

that all available resources are sourced and used 

to maximum effect for the continued benefit of 

Murroe.

The following is a more detailed summary of 

comments received during the public workshops 

at the Community Hall on 16th February and 19th 

April 2006,  grouped according to general themes: 

 

OPEN SPACE 

1. There is a lack of open space and 

associated amenities.  The scale of housing 

developments has increased this need 

(essential to provide facilities for the 

growing population).  

2. Retain Harty Park as a pitch in it’s current 

location (particular use to the school and 

provides a safe play/training area for 

primary school children). Possibly this could 

be incorporated into planning conditions so 

that it is preserved as open space. Perhaps 

Harty Park could be used as the basis for a 

new village green (a social centre which 

would prevent the centre of the village 

being drawn to the south by the new 

developments).  Suggestions included an 

open air theatre with a tiered effect for 

meetings, plays, displays and exhibitions.  

3. Could more open space and sports facilities 

be included in conditions for future planning 

permissions.  

4. Adequate green areas for expanding village 

needed. GAA grounds to remain open 

space.  

5. Create village green in Harty’s park. Create 

park for young and old alike such as exists 

in Adare. 

6. Green areas required. 

7. Green areas required. No more 

development should be allowed until proper 

amenities are provided.  No development to 

be allowed in Harty Park. Murroe people 

should be consulted before further 

planning.  

8. Keep Harty park for children. Dangerous 

route down to five cross roads, especially 

for children. Keep more green space.  

9. Extremely concerned at the lack of amenity 

space provided. Adequate leisure facilities 

should be provided in the new 

developments. At the moment Glenstal is 

seen as a public amenity, it is privately 

owned. Use of Glenstal facilities without 

permission is causing serious problems 

which will intensify as the population rises. 

Glenstal has duty to the children in it's care 

and would seek avoid problems of this 

nature. Adequate leisure facilities to be 

provided in future development.  

10. Where are new residents to find recreation 

space. Recreational space and other 

amenities should be in proportion to the 

house Number granted .  How will roads 

cope with the traffic increase. School 

facilities will be inadequate for growing 

number of children.  
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AMENITIES AND PUBLIC FACILITES 

11. While the grounds of Glenstal Abbey are 

being used as an amenity area (advertised 

as such by some) it is private property, this 

should be remembered. If a swimming pool 

was proposed this would be a very useful 

outlet for youths.  The lakes and facilities of 

Glenstal mask the need for development of 

amenities for the public within the village. 

12. At present the wood provided by Glenstal is 

not used (possibly due to security fears with 

dense tree cover).  Perhaps this area could 

be redeveloped in order to further 

encourage it’s use as an amenity area 

13. The community centre needs further land 

for expansion to cater for the needs of 

future populations. 

14. Facilities for youth required: extension to 

school, playing fields and sports centre with 

swimming pool. Facilities for adults: 

Shopping to include chemist and 

restaurants within the attractive lay out of 

the main street. Facilities for elderly: special 

accommodation some wheelchair friendly 

15. Sport and recreation priority areas to be 

designated Serious lack of facilities for 

teenagers. Provision of facilities could avoid 

future social problems. Current park and 

open areas to be preserved. 

16. Forest walk and Murroe Wood to be 

protected. 

17. Children's’ Playground needed for the 

village as a matter of urgency. 

18. More financial support for existing facilities 

19. Provision of council facilities, playground, 

tennis, etc. 

20. Lack of play area in village . Location of 

GAA field vitally important as it is central 

and parents know children are safe there. 

21. Need for play groyund and sports facilities. 

Glenstal land in the village or behind the 

hall ideal location for play ground or park 

area. 

22. Harty Park too small for GAA pitch, there 

are no facilities developed around it 

23. Properly managed recycling facilities should 

be available locally. 

24. More facilities and amenities needed for 

children and teenagers in Murroe school. 

Area is inadequate for growing needs. 

25. At present there are no facilities or 

amenities for teenagers in Murroe.  Is the 

School and village capable of taking all the 

extra houses and people.  

26. Lack of certain facilities Pharmacy medical 

facilities play grounds, develop fishing 

facilities and a club house How is the role 

of Glenstall Abbey to be considered? 

 

GENERAL DESIGN ISSUES 

27. The layout and design of the rented 

cottages is an attractive feature and should 

be retained as they provide a scenically 

attractive part of the village fabric.  

28. Could some or all of these features be 

incorporated into new developments. It is 

very important to encourage use of single 

stories, local sandstone and sash windows 

to preserve some of the character of the 

village.  More planning is needed to reduce 

the numbers of new built houses in Murroe. 

29. Losing village character, new estates too 

dense and not sympathetic to surroundings 

30. Destruction of hedgerows in new 

development removing habitat. 

31. New street lighting should avoid light 

pollution.

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Liscreagh is good in this regard. Better to 

have larger number of small estates with 

variety than smaller number of large 

uniform estates. 

38. Physical design and layout of new 

developments suits suburbia rather than 

rural areas. Small scale development with a 

mix of designs such as small cottage style 

or detached houses (of varying styles) 

might be considered. Adequate 

infrastructure required, educational, 

recreational and open space facilities for 

the elderly. Rural shopping facilities and 

cultural amenities are also necessary. 

39. Hedgerows on approach roads and 

thatched cottages add interest to the 

village. Terraced houses in Liscreagh are 

traditional in style. Houses in other 

developments are unimaginative and more 

urban in character. Lack of variety in house 

types could result in a transient population 

with little allegiance to the village. No 

detached or single storey houses available 

for elderly.

Some unkempt buildings.  Landscaping and 

tree planting particularly in new estates 

would enhance the appearance of the 

village.

44. Style of houses needs to be addressed, two 

storey designs should not be acceptable 

Modern eco friendly proposals should be 

considered. Additional recycling facilities 

required. A retirement village could be 

included in a new development.  

45. Hedgerows should be retained, no 

permission for stone walls should be grated 

particularly when origins of the stone is 

unknown.  

46. Village centre is not uniform with differing 

styles and setbacks. Serious consideration 

to developing a uniform townscape is 

necessary.

INFRASTRUCTURE 

47. Road junctions are dangerous due to the 

volume of traffic. Footpaths required from 

where the council houses are being built to 

the village.

Some considered that more is 

required while a minority of comments refer 

to the need to curb light pollution.  

49. Road infrastructure is overloaded.

62. No further development to take place and 

existing development boundaries not to be 

expanded. 

63. Development boundaries to remain the 

same until a development plan for the area 

can be drawn up.
