INFORMATION
1.1
Limerick County Council manages a housing stock of approximately 2,000 units in Limerick County.  The County Council has an ongoing works programme for maintaining and upgrading the existing housing stock.  
The Housing Department also has responsibility for the provision of traveller accommodation, homeless accommodation and all related services.

1.2 Introduction
The Housing Department of Limerick County Council wish to establish a panel of suitably qualified and Sustainable Energy Ireland (SEI) Registered Building Energy Rating (BER) Assessors, for the provision of BER Assessments of its housing stock, over the lifetime of the panel.  The proposed panel is intended to commence in quarter 2 of 2010 and run for a 3 year timeframe.  Initially, a 12 month probationary period will apply for all applicants appointed to the panel.

1.3 Procurement
The purpose of this request for submissions is to seek information, which will be used by Limerick County Council to carry out a comparative assessment of the applicants, based on qualifications, financial and economic standing, compliance with Sustainable Energy Ireland’s BER Assessor’s Code of Practice, technical capability, costs and experience to date.  The Panel of Assessors will be created on the basis of the overall ranking of submissions.  Limerick County Council intends to select a maximum of 12 candidates for inclusion on this panel.
