A MESSAGE FROM THE CATHAOIRLEACH

It is my pleasure as Cathaoirleach of Limerick Gguouncil to welcome this draft
replacement Litter Management Plan 2011 — 2014 hvkéts out the objectives and
strategies of the Litter Control Unit for the néixtee years. It is the intention of this
draft replacement Litter Management Plan to buildlee achievements and
experiences of recent Plans and, furthermore,ttolgean ambitious framework for

litter management / control in County Limerick otlee period 2011 — 2014.

It is a source of deep concern to the Council filmadls amounting to €1.7M approx
was expended in 2010 on litter control/street swegetc. In these days of scarce
resources, many better uses for this money coufdel e.g. recreation, libraries,

environmental projects etc.

The blight of litter countrywide detracts from kaeld’s national image as a clean and
green land. The incidence of illegal dumping, tiiping, unauthorised signage etc.,
on roadsides and on land concerns the citizensoahty Limerick. This is evident
from the large number of complaints received by Em¥ironment Section. While
the vast majority of householders, landowners étm, their bit” by disposing of
waste correctly, recycling as much as possible, @articipating in local clean-ups,
there is, however, a small section of the poputatido are not compliant with the
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Litter Pollution Acts. Local Authorities have exsive powers to tackle litter. This
includes the requirement to prepare/review a LiNEmagement Plan every three
years in respect of its functional area. ThigdritManagement Plan sets out the
proposed measures to be taken by Limerick Countyn€ib in relation to litter
prevention/control in the period 2011-2014, andthiermore, the desired partnership
arrangements with various sectors of the commuwmitty regard to litter prevention.

The new Litter Management Plan, “A Vision for thatlire” 2011-2014 sets out in
detail a range of measures including educationfeness, enforcement and
partnership arrangements which account for mudhefecent successes with regard
to litter prevention/control and the eliminationliafer black-spots. It is important to
note that litter remains a national problem, whieuires consistent, positive action
supported by adequate resources. The co-operafioall community sectors is
required — Limerick County Councdlone cannot eradicate the problem. Progress
has been achieved by implementing the measuregmexitin this Plan and can
hopefully be accelerated.

The plight of unauthorised dumping continues in @guLimerick and, indeed in
other Counties through the Country. At the sameetithe number of households
without a refuse collection service in Co. Limerick 2010 amounted to 16,862.
There is no doubt that there is a link betweentwee For this reason, the Council is
now enacting bye-laws which makes it compulsory Households to sign up to a
refuse collection service on serviced routes. sltappreciated that some elderly
persons, for example, might bin-share with famiygmbours and this is taken into
account in the Bye-Laws. What is not acceptabbeydver, is the large number of
households who refuse to pay for a service andodespf their waste by illegal
dumping or unauthorised burning. This is estimdtethe 4,507 tonnes annually or

approximately 600,000 full black refuse sacks.
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On a personal level, | would like to thank the fstafthe Environment Section for
their dedication and commitment in enforcing thevmsions of the Litter Pollution

and Waste Management Acts.

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PROFILE OF COUNTY LIMERICK.

Limerick County is a very rural County with a wiglelispersed network of towns and
villages with only 25% of persons living in settlents of population greater than
1,500. The majority of the population of the Coulntg within a 10-mile radius of

Limerick City. Hence, the County also has a sigaifit urban base.

County Limerick, situated in the Mid-West Regionli@land, comprises an area of
1,938 townlands, 136 electoral divisions, 5 loaaleynment electoral areas and 2
Dail constituencies- Limerick City and LimerickAccording to the 2006 Census, the
population of the County was 131,303, which repnesan 8.3% increase since
2002.

MANAGING COUNTY LIMERICK.

Limerick County Council is the local administratigedy for County Limerick.

The Executive, which is led by the County Managénihich operates within the
policy framework set out by the elected membemsjesmout the day-to-day business
of the Council. Functions are delegated by ther®pManager into five separate
Directorates each headed by a Director of Services.

Limerick County Council’'s headquarters is locate®aoradoyle; however, services

are also administered locally in each electorad éineough a network of Area Offices.

Within Limerick County Council’'s Environment Dirextaite, Waste Management and
Litter Management form part of the same operatiomatl. It follows therefore that
there are very strong associations between theoRalgWwaste Management Plan and
the Litter Management Plan. The Regional Waste I[dameent Plan refers to the
administrative areas of Kerry County Council, Cl&@unty Council, Limerick City
Council and Limerick County Council. However, thder Management Plan is for

the administrative area of Limerick County Couracily.
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CHAPTER 2.
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PROGRESS AND ACHIEVEMENTS SINCE LAST PLAN
2008-2011

During the lifetime of the last Litter Managemerar?, "A Cleaner, Brighter
Future” there has been considerable progress with regdittet management in
County Limerick.

2008 to 2011 together with progress in each case.

Continue to encourage Resident’s Associations, Estslanagement Groups
and the Business & Voluntary Sectors, to play thpart in litter prevention.

Continued to support and provide resources to GiiRRgsident’s
Associations, Schools etc., taking part in the ahiMational Spring
Clean Campaign. The Council arranged for the ka&wecycling of
all waste collected from clean-ups.

Liaised with the Banking Sector to ensure thatateas around the
ATM machines are kept free of litter and receptadbe disposal of
receipts etc., are emptied regularly.

Supported the IBEC Gum Litter Task Campaign.
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Kilbehenny Girl Guides carrying out a clean up as prt of National Spring Clean
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OBJECTIVE.

To further develop a comprehensive education awass programme with
emphasis on schools, focusing on litter preventimeasures.

Continued to promote the “Green Schools” initiatarel provided “hands-
on” assistance/advice to participating schoolser@étare now ??? Co.
Limerick schools enrolled on the programme.

Encouraged the use of Limerick County Council’s srebfor
communicating good litter measures.

ENFORCEMENT

OBJECTIVE.

Provide additional training for staff with regarda court proceedings, new
legislation, customer focus, etc

Witness Programme and a range of EPA seminars.

OBJECTIVE.

Formal written acknowledgement of all litter complas received.

The Environment Pollution Complaints system has\ldagher
developed to allow this facility, which is alsoeqjuirement of the EPA
Complaints Procedure. Each complaint is assignedaue log
number, which allows the complainant to be kepbrimfed of the
progress of the Council’s investigations. In 2@lidtal of 1421
litter/waste complaints were logged on the envirentrdatabase.

OBJECTIVE.
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Review procedures for dealing with End of Life (abdoned) Vehicles

The Environment Section issued 9 Approved TreatrG@emtres/\Waste
Facility Permits within the County at which all enfilife vehicles can be
deposited and a certificate of destruction issued.

All sites are audited by Limerick County Councufét

All abandoned vehicles removed by the Council emesported to an
Approved Treatment Facility.

OBJECTIVE.

Consider the introduction of appropriate Bye Lawsder the Waste
Management Acts 1996 to 2010 to control the mannépresentation of
refuse for collection in County Limerick.

New draft bye-laws have been prepared for considerdtyothe Council. These Bye-
Laws set out the procedure for the Storage, Prasentand Segregation of
Household & Commercial Waste. The proposed bye-tamsolidate the 2004 Bye-
Laws and also include the following requirement/sions:

Where appropriate, segregation at source of dmyctables and organic waste
should take place and these materials should loegla separate receptacles.
All households within 200m of a collection route shsign-up for a service
with an authorised collector.

Those living in non-urban areas but within 5km dddfill are exempt from
signing up to a service.

Householders may share bins with neighbours/r@ativihe Council can
request written confirmation of such arrangements.

Householders must only engage permitted refuseatolls for the collection
of their household waste/recyclables.

New rules prescribing waste collection arrangemanépartment complexes.
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OBJECTIVE.

Require promoters or organisers of major eventdtove litter control
measures in place at the venue and in the surrourglvicinity, before,
during and after the event.

Litter arising from outdoor events has been cuethily the action of
the Litter Enforcement Unit e.g. removal of postansl the
requirement to put a waste management plan in jplefoee, during
and after the event.

AWARENESS/INFRASTRUCTURE

OBJECTIVE.

Further recycling facilities will be maintained andwareness activities
increased in order to achieve high tonnages ofyelable materials and in
accordance with the Council’s Regional Waste Managent Plan.
Recycling will also be integrated to other polidagements such as the
County Development Plan.

There are now three Civic Amenity Centres in Counigerick
(Mungret, Kilmallock and Newcastle West), which eta wide
variety of household/commercial materials for réieyz Furthermore,
the centres now accept bulky domestic items eogiGltes, carpets,
beds etc.

In addition, householders and businesses can naivai\segregated
waste collections as provided by permitted wastlectors. As a
result, householders now have separate recepfaclessidual,
recycling and organic waste. Environment Secttaff sndertook an
extensive survey/awareness initiative on a courtgviaasis when this
initiative was being rolled out.
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Mungret Recycling Centre

The Environment Section is pleased to announceMbagret Recycling Centre was
awarded th&€ivic Amenity Site/Recycling Centre of the Year 200 at the annual
Repak Recycling Awards. This was Mungret’s seamomisecutive year being
selected as a finalist in this competition.

Minister Gormley presented the trophy at the Refakrds, which were held in
Dublin. The objective of these national award®iprtomote and encourage good
recycling practice amongst industry, local authesitand waste contractors. The
category of Civic Amenity/Recycling Centre is ogerall such centres across the
country.

Well done to all the staff who have been involvedhe operation and development of

the Centre over the years. A special mention ralgstgo to Indaver Ireland who
operates the Centre on behalf of the County Council
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OBJECTIVE.

Increased emphasis on raising awareness of litten@gst adults through
increased participation in Partnership Funds.

Each year, community groups are awarded funds fhenLA 21 Environmental
Partnership Fund, which is jointly sponsored by &iimk County Council and the
DEHLG.

OBJECTIVE.

Provide a litter free-phone and litter e-mail andelv site address in addition
to the Council’s regular telephone service and thigormation to be widely
publicised.

Launched in 2003, the Council’s freephone litteelencourages members of the
public to provide details of illegal dumping inciis. This is an invaluable tool
in allowing the public to speak directly to a membgstaff during office hours or
to leave a message after hours. To further fatglireports of littering and illegal
dumping the Council has also set up a dedicated aib-naddress,
litter@limerickcoco.ie The Environment Section advertises this e-raddress
in all publications.
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OBJECTIVE.

It shall be part of the Council’'s commitment to #ter free environment
under this plan to maintain the horticultural serges in this area.

The Horticultural Crew assists the Environment Bedby
maintaining local amenity areas e.g. Lough Gur,radeown Park,
The Demesne in Newcastle West.

Patrickswell Adare Town Park

OBJECTIVE.

Improve linkages with the Council’'s Housing Sectido develop a shared
approach to litter management in Council Estatesgonjunction with Estate
Management initiatives.

Limerick County Council has a Housing Liaison Odfiavho works in
tandem with the Litter Management Unit. New antstxg tenants of
Council Housing are regularly advised of proper dstit waste
management and litter management practices.

OBJECTIVE.

Introduce initiatives to reduce the fouling of puisl places by dogs in
conjunction with the Dog Warden Service.
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Using funds provided by the D.O.E.H.L.G. Anti-Litt&wareness
Grants Scheme and Limerick County Council, the@igoing
awareness with regard to the health/environmertadjers posed by
dog fouling.

- Over 10,000 awareness leaflets have been anthaerib be
distributed to the public with each dog licemerewal notice.

- Leaflets were also distributed to veterinarycpices by the Dog
Control Unit.

- “No Dog Fouling” signs have been erected as rsiguakby
community groups and, as deemed necessarfigh@duncil.

CHAPTER 5.
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The Work of the Litter Warden.

The Council’s Litter Wardens are the visible faééhe Environment Section’s Litter
Control Unit.

Each plays a pivotal role in the implementationh&f litter prevention and control
strategies of the Council and, ultimately in redgcihe presence of litter in the
County’s towns, villages and scenic areas.

Litter prevention and control play an integral pafrtheir working lives.

At an operational level, the Council is dividedonhree broad regions, which is each
served by a Litter Warden. All litter related idents e.g. illegal dumping, abandoned
vehicles, unauthorised signage, in each area iessked by the relevant officer. The
Environment Section co-ordinates the work of d@éti management and illegal
dumping operations in the County.

DAILY DUTIES:

The first daily task is to check the Complaints d&atse for any “ fresh incidents ”
which have been reported overnight and to pri@ritiese complaints.

However, a typical day might entail some or altte# following duties:
o Investigating littering incidents.

Patrolling towns, villages, housing estates, etc

Visiting landowners whose sites are littered.

Making of a Litter Management Plan.

Limerick County Council hereby adopts this document as its Litter Management Plan
in accordance with the provisions of the Litter Pollution Acts 1997 — 2009.

This plan:

(@) Specifies the objectives deemed appropriate to prevent and control litter in
County Limerick.

(b) Specifies measures to encourage public awareness with a view to eliminating
litter pollution, including educational and information measures directed at
young persons,

(c) Specifies the measures and arrangements to be undertaken to attain the
objectives of the plan,

(d) Includes information on, and has been formulated having had regard to:

An appraisal of all existing litter prevention and control programmes presently
being operated,

The policies and objectives of Limerick County Council in relation to the
prevention and control of litter,

The measures that can be taken by persons other than Limerick County
Council during the period of this plan for the purpose of preventing and
controlling litter,

The facilities, including recycling facilities, at which waste may be deposited
for recovery or disposal, within the meaning of the Waste Management Act,
1996,

The steps to be taken by Limerick County Council to enforce the provisions of
the Litter Pollution Act within its functional area,

Incidental and ancillary matters.
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Limerick County Council in making this Litter Management Plan has had due regard
to the proper planning and development of its functional area in accordance with
Section 11(3) of the Litter Pollution Act.

APPENDIX 2.

LITTER POLLUTION ACTS 1997 — 2009.

ii. (i) the measures which, in so far as the locahatity can
determine, will or may be taken during the releyagriod by
persons other than the local authority for the pegs of
preventing and controlling litter,
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iii. (iv) the facilities at which waste may be depositgdnembers
of the public for recovery or disposal within theaming of the
